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Probably the worst enemy of Bible Study today in the Western world is television.  Surveys show that the TV is on 7 hours, 40 minutes per day in the average American home.  The average American watches more than 4 hours of TV each day—which packed together would be 61 days of TV viewing per year. 

By age 18 the average American child will have seen 200,000 acts of violence, including 16,000 murders.  By age 65 the average American will have spent 9 ½ years in front of the tube.
