
Grace: un-merited favor, un-deserved kindness.

· What does grace look like?

“One day David asked, ‘is anyone in Saul’s family still alive—anyone to whom I can show kindness for Jonathan’s sake?’” (9:1)

· Why did David ask this strange question?

Answer: David was honoring Jonathon and the request he had asked of David, year’s earlier.

I Samuel 20:14-15 (NLT)  

[14] “And may you treat me with the faithful love of the Lord as long as I live. But if I die, 

[15] “treat my family with this faithful love, even when the Lord destroys all your enemies from the face of the earth.”


· 2 Samuel 9:2-5 (the search for a son of Saul)

· 2 Samuel 9:6 (a unique man with a very unique name)

· 2 Samuel 9:7 (the kindness of David)

· 2 Samuel 9:8 (Mephibosheth, overwhelmed and amazed)

· 2 Samuel 9:9-13 (further generosity)


· It was for the sake of another that Mephibosheth was shown kindness. 
       (vs. 1, 7)

· Mercy, instead of justice and vengeance, was given.
· The grace given was not because of the worth of the recipient. (vs. 3b, 8, 13)

· The grace shown to Mephibosheth was amazing. (vs. 7-11)


· How does this parallel to us?
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· It was because of another, we receive the Heavenly Father’s kindness. 
     “And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another,  

      even as God for Christ's sake hath forgiven you.” (Eph. 4:32 KJV)
· We have received mercy, instead of justice for our crimes. 
      “But God showed his great love for us by sending Christ to die for us       

       while we were still sinners.” (Romans 5:8 NLT)

· The grace given to us by God is not because of our worth or innate value. 
      “He saved us, not because of works done by us in righteousness,  

       but according to His own mercy” (Titus 3:5a ESV)

     “For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of  

      yourselves; it is the gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should 

      boast.” (Ephesians 2:8-9 NKJV)


· The grace of God shown to all men is truly the most amazing grace possible to experience.

       “So we praise God for the glorious grace He has poured out on us  

        who belong to His dear Son. He is so rich in kindness and grace 
        that He purchased our freedom with the blood of His Son and         

        forgave our sins. He has showered His kindness on us, along with 
       all wisdom and understanding.” (Ephesians 1:6-8 NLT)
